 Clean your hands.  

 Wear a mask during the entire visit unless directed otherwise by the 

healthcare provider. 

 Do not eat or drink.  

 Stay with your family or friend during the visit. Do not leave the room or 

curtained area. 

 Sit in the chair provided. 

 Use the public washrooms; inquire with staff for locations. 

 Adhere to any additional instructions as directed by staff.  

 Exceptions may be granted by healthcare providers for additional support to 

assist with language barriers, confusion and mental health crisis.  

 Pets are not allowed. Service animals will be assessed on a case by case basis.
